Top Tip: - 

When playing hide and seek with your child use words such as ‘in’, ‘on’ and ‘under’. 

Activity: -

Play hide and seek. You can hide objects anywhere, under cushions, in a bag, on the table, behind the sofa.

· Can you play hide and seek with your child. Count to ten whilst they hide. Talk about where they might be whilst you are looking e.g “Are you IN the cupboard?”

· Have some different object in a container and ask your child to hide the object and then tell you where it is.

· Hide an object and give the child clues as to where it might be e.g. “it’s IN something, it’s something big, it’s blue” etc. 

WHY?

It is an important part of children’s language development to learn concepts such as position, size and colour.
